


 

RULES AND FORMAT 
 

JUNE 28, 2009 
AMF Galaxy East 

 
1. This tournament will be a SCRATCH TOURNAMENT ONLY.  The divisions will be as follows:  A- Male Youth 

Bowlers and B- Female Youth Bowlers.  This event will be open to all Jr Gold Members, regardless of age or grade.  
2. Entry into the 2nd Annual Florida State Elite Championship tournament will be based on a FIRST COME FIRST 

SERVE BASIS.  Entries will be limited to the first 120 participants.  Pre-Registration entries will be accepted 
until 7:00 PM June 27, 2009.  Walk in entries will be accepted on June 28 starting at 9:00 am at Galaxy East.  A 
$15.00 processing fee will be added for all walk in entries processed on Sunday Morning. 

3. Check in for all bowlers on Sunday will be at 9:00 am with bowling beginning at 10:00 am.   
4. Proper attire is required. NO denim, shorts, halters, tank tops, or headgear may be worn throughout the tournament.  

ALL BOWLERS ARE REQUIRED TO WEAR PANTS AND COLLARED SHIRTS.  The tournament officials will 
determine proper attire.  The Tournament Manager will have the right to ask any bowler to change their clothing.  If 
the bowler refuses, he/she will not be allowed to bowl and the entry fee will be forfeited. 

5. The cost will be $55.00 per pre-registration bowler ($20.00 Lineage, $10.00 SMART Scholarship, $25.00 National  
Fee).  The cost for Sunday Morning Walk Ins will be $70.00  ONLY CASH, CERTIFIED CHECKS AND 
MONEY ORDERS WILL BE ACCEPTED!!! 

6. Participants will be allowed to list a maximum of six bowling balls on the Equipment Registration Form.  Equipment 
will not be verified during Athlete Registration.  Athletes will turn in the completed Equipment Registration 
Form on Sunday when they check-in at AMF Galaxy East.  During the entire event, Tournament Officials reserve 
the right to perform random spot checks on equipment at any time to verify the equipment meets specifications.  If a 
bowling ball is found to be not in compliance, the bowling ball will be removed from competition until it can be 
brought into compliance.   

7. Any/All Appeals or protests regarding scores or eligibility must be filed in accordance with rule #329. 
8. Scores MUST be recorded and initialed by another bowler on your lanes.  All bowlers must have their score sheet 

signed.  Each bowler is responsible for the verification of his/her own scores.   
9. Competitors shall be allowed ten minutes of practice on their starting lanes.  If a mechanical breakdown occurs during 

competition for 20 minutes or more, each participant involved will receive one ball of practice on each lane.  Any/All 
competitors arriving late shall begin competition with the frame in progress.  Frames missed or competitors not 
present to bowl when it is their turn will receive zero for that frame.   

10. In the event of any/all ties, a 9th and 10th frame roll off will occur until the tie is broken. 
11. Qualifying competition for each division shall consist of one 6-game block.  After each game, every bowler will 

change lanes (lane assignments will be announced at the tournament).  Total pin fall for the 6 qualifying games will 
determine the top 8 Males & 8 Females.  The top 8 qualifiers, in each division, will be placed into brackets based 
upon their total pin fall from the 6 games of qualifying (1 vs. 8, 2 vs. 7, 3 vs. 6, and 4 vs. 5). Each round will be single 
games, with the winners of each match advancing to the next round. 

12. Scholarships will be awarded to the top 8 finalists in each division.  One out of 8 bowlers will qualify for Jr Gold 
Spots at the National Level.  The top qualifier in each division will be awarded a premier spot into the 2010 Jr. Gold 
Nationals.  Scholarships will be awarded based on the position after finals competition.  One Scholarship per person.  
All scholarships will be held in SMART #10492.  

13. The Tournament Manager reserves the right to refuse any entry and the right to have final decision on all 
disputes 

14. Any Rules Not Covered Herein will be determined first by USBC Junior Gold Rules and then followed by 
USBC Youth Rules.  This event is USBC Certified.
