South-West Florida Classic Youth Bowlers Division Rules for 2009 
 

1.     USBC tournament rules will prevail. USBC entrants are not permitted to play game machines while bowling in the tournament. No food 
or beverages will be allowed in the bowling circle. USBC youth bowlers will not be permitted to use any tobacco products or intoxicants 

while participating in the tournament.  Members of the USBC who conduct themselves in a manner deemed not within the standards 
expected of youth bowlers shall be disqualified from further participation in future tournaments and reported to USBC for formal suspen-
sion from membership. Entry in the S.W.F.C Youth Tournament is open to Florida USBC Youth Division sanctioned league members in 
good standing.  

 

2.     This tournament will be conducted on an average basis of three (3) divisions, REGARDLESS OF AGE. (Bowlers will still qualify for 
awards in their individual “AVERAGE DIVISION”. Individual Coaches will be responsible for applying for these awards.) Individual 

average breakdowns are as follows: 1: 134 and under, 2: 135—175, 3: 176 and over. Handicap in all divisions will be 100% of 210. 
Tournament Director reserves the right to modify the Average Divisions based upon number of entries received. 

 

               3.     The average used for this tournament will be determined as follows: 
a. Current 2008 - 2009 book average as of January 1, 2009 as long as you have bowled 21 or more games. You must provide a 

copy of the 
b. information found on bowl.com. If your league has not submitted the January 1, 2009 average to USBC then you must provide a 

league standing sheet indicating your average as of January 1, 2009 with your coach’s signature as verification. 
c. If you do not have a current 2008 - 2009 book average of 21 games or more on bowl.com OR you do not provide a league stand-

ing sheet from January 1, 2009, you will be required to use your 2007 - 2008 yearbook average. This average can be found on 
bowl.com. You must provide validation of your average by submitting a copy of your information from BOWL.COM. 

d. If you do not provide validation via printout from BOWL.COM or your January 1, 2009 league standing sheet signed by your 
coach, you will be required to bowl SCRATCH. 

e. If a bowler’s only average is from a USBC Certified Sports Bowling League, their sport average will be adjusted in accordance 
with the Sport Bowling average on page 77 of the USBC Playing Rules Book and/or Rule 202d.  

f. If a bowler has both a Sport average and a House average, the highest average will take precedence to be used in our tourna-
ments.  

g. You only need to provide your average to the tournament director one (1) time as your average will be recorded for future tour-
naments. 

h. When the 2008-2009 yearbooks are available we will switch to using that average for the remainder of the tournaments. Tourna-
ment staff will acquire your new average so you would not be required to provide it at that time. 

i. Falsification of averages or any information will result in the disqualification of the bowler, with no refund of fees. 
j. The Tournament Director reserves the right to re-rate any bowler at any time.. 

 

4.     Entry Fee – Checks and Cash only. Please make checks payable to South-West Florida Classic. 
a.     Entry fee per bowler is $35.00  

i.  Scholarship Fund = $25.00 or $22.00 depending upon location 
ii. Lineage & Expenses & Awards = $10.00 or $13.00 depending upon location 

b Pre-registration is requested, however, it is not required. A confirmation email will be sent to the email address provided on the 
Registration Form.

5. All Divisions 
a.     Round 1 – Bowl 3 games across 6 lanes INCLUDING Handicap 

i.  Top 50% will move to Round 2 – all previous scores will be dropped 
b.     Round 2 – Bowl 1 game INCLUDING Handicap 

i.  Top 50% will move to next round – all previous scores will be dropped 
c.     Continue Round 2 format until there are only 2 bowlers left 
d.     These two bowlers will bowl for each Division Tournament Championship 

 
 

7.     All entrants should report at least ONE (1) hour before the scheduled squad time.  
 

 

8.     Prize Ratios 
a.     All prize money will be returned 100%. Prize ratio will be at least 1:5 

b.     ONLY bowlers, scorekeepers and tournament personnel will be allowed in bowlers’ circle. 

c.     NO UNNECESSARY DELAY WILL BE ALLOWED. Any bowler not present and ready to bowl in turn without permission of 
a tournament official will be given a zero (0) for the frames missed. 

 

9.     Protests            
a.     The decision of the Tournament Director is final unless an appeal is made. Any protest or appeal concerning scoring must be 

made in writing stating briefly the grounds of the protest or appeal and submitted to the tournament office not later than 24 hours 
after the game has been played. Any other protest must be filed in accordance with USBC Rule 329. 

 

10.   Bowler Etiquette 
a.     Any bowler abusing center property or using vulgarities will be suspended from the next South-West Florida Classic and will be 

put on notice with the USBC 
 

11. All squads will be closed 15 minutes prior to the scheduled start time. NO SQUADS WILL BE DELAYED FOR LATE ARRIVALS.
